Day 1 | Arrive Buenos Aires, Argentina – Touching Down in the Paris of Latin America

head to your hotel in the heart of this colorful capital. Relax with a welcome cocktail ahead of your flight to Ushuaia tomorrow.

Day 2 | Ushuaia– Casting Off from the Edge of the World

Fly to Ushuaia, your gateway to Antarctica and a true frontier in its own right. Beyond its neat streets and waterfront restaurants stretches the dramatic wilderness of Tierra del 
Fuego, at the very tip of the Americas, where serrated massifs tower above native forests and glaciers calve into fjords in a maze of islands. Here, you might opt for a trek in the 
Cerro Alarkén Nature Reserve before cruising out to sea.

Spanning some 600 miles of open ocean, this passage marks the confluence of the humid 
subpolar conditions of Tierra del Fuego and the frigid polar reaches of Antarctica. Notorious for its squalls, the Drake Passage once made for an unpredictable voyage. Today, your 
stabilizer-equipped expedition cruiser commands these waters comfortably.

It was here that the shipwrecked crew of the 1915 Shackleton expedition survived stranded for 137 days. Today, your Expedition Team looks for opportunities to visit the islands’ 
volcanic islets and historic sites, as well as gentoo and chinstrap penguin rookeries.

Day 12 | The Drake Passage – Cruising the Passage
